          *With all the time and expense invested in a new quilt, they are much more valuable than 
we sometimes think.  
          *If your quilt has received a ribbon or has been machine quilted by an award winning or 
published long arm quilter, the value has increased. 
          *If you will be shipping a quilt to a show or as a gift, you might consider a written 
appraisal to confirm insurance value if lost or stolen. 
          *Family heirloom and antique quilts may have much more value than we know- it is a good 
idea to have a written record to pass down through the generations. 
          *If you are giving a quilt as a gift, consider giving an appraisal as part of the gift so that the 
recipient will realize its value.
