Choose only 100% cotton fabrics for best results.

Machine wash in mild detergent and dry in dryer for
maximum shrinkage and to prevent bleeding.
Don’t forget to wash & dry cotton & blend battings
Avoid fabric softener & dryer sheets
if fabric is to be fused.
